Then in the girls race Holly came 12™ as
the only girl to get through to the finals.

The finals were held on the 28™ March and they had to travel all the way to Brighton to compete. It was a tough race and all the
people there were the top runners in their area which meant they were very high quality runners. In each race there were 200
people starting at the same time which made it very manic! They both were very proud of themselves for getting to this point,
although they were very anxious for the race ahead of them. In the final results Ashton came 67™ and Holly came 97™. This
means that Holly is the 10™ fastest girl in West Sussex and Ashton is the 4™ fastest boy.
