Luggage:

Please remember that luggage is limited to one small day sack and a bag/ holdall/ small suitcase per child and that the children have to carry their own luggage on and off the coach, at school and at the centre. (Luggage remains on the coach on the ferry)
We will use the small day sack on our journey, so please ensure that your child has a packed lunch, snack and drink in a plastic flask/bottle – clearly named for re-use during the week, in their bag, along with a small game, book to read (No electronic games please), notebook, pencils, rubber and coloured pencil crayons.

Food:

Packed lunch for Monday 4th March. No food is allowed in the rooms as it would encourage mice – there is always plenty of food throughout each day – please don’t feel you need to pack extra snacks etc!
Clothing: 
All clothing should be appropriate for the activities we are doing. New clothing is not necessary as it may get dirty. It is essential that all clothing is clearly named. 

· Sufficient socks and underwear

· Night clothes. (dressing gown optional)

· Warm waterproof jacket/coat
· Trousers/jeans 
· Warm jumpers/sweatshirts

· T-shirts/ shirts

· Gloves, hat, scarf – essential even if you don’t usually wear them – it will be chilly & we will be outside!
· Trainers
· Walking boots and/or Wellington boots – must be comfortable for lots of walking

· Two named plastic bags/sacks for wet/muddy clothes and footwear
· Bin bag for dirty laundry
· N.B. In poor weather most activities will continue outside, so it is essential that the children have appropriate outdoor gear: warm and waterproof.

Equipment + useful items.

Towels and toiletries – essential – not provided by the centre
Torches and watches have proved really useful if you have them
Valuables such as a camera may be taken but are not essential and will be the child’s responsibility.  (No ipods etc or mobile phones, please! No electronic games etc – these will be confiscated)

Optional €20 max pocket money (preferably in change!) in a named purse which should be brought to school by Thursday 28th February.
Essential medicines  – these must be handed in by Thursday 28th February and must be clearly labelled with name and instructions. Please alert us if travel sickness pills are required prior to travel!
Passport and EHIC (E111) card – valid passport = essential.  Individual ‘EHIC’ European Health Insurance Card’ = desirable and recommended – please provide if possible. These should be brought to school by Thursday 28th February: staff will take responsibility for them for the duration of the visit.
And most important of all….   You must bring your school teddy and you may also bring a SMALL CUDDLY TOY / TEDDY ! This is not optional as we will be using our cuddly toys during the week.
