Home Learning News

There is some lovely work going on out there. From all your feedback, and having chatted to
some of you over the last few weeks, I think you are now ready to extend your teaching skills
even further!

Here is a quick skills booster for all you budding teachers out there:

. Some of the key aspects to good teaching are about talking to and questioning the chil-
dren. Get them to explain things and you will all understand what is going on in their
heads better, and you will know how to help.

e Using vocabulary which is specific to the subject enables the children to think things
through and explain their thinking. Imagine trying to think about the concept of halving
something if you don't have the word ‘half’ in your head, for example!

. Encourage them to stretch their brains and learn from making mistakes. For this, it will
really help for you all to become good at looking closely, listening carefully, giving con-
structive and precise feedback, and being able to improve things by ‘editing’ or
redrafting work. It is very rare that our first attempt at something is our best
attempt!

e Metacognition is a big word and it means something big - it means how we learn, how
we think, how we understand our own learning. Helping your children fo take their next
steps independently will really help them become good learners.

To take your next steps as a teacher, I have provided a link to one of the most effective vid-
eos I have seen. It is worth watching it on your own, as grown ups, and thinking and chatting
about it, so that you can understand the possibilities. The video shows a teacher helping chil-
dren to understand how a pupil improved a piece of art work by having friends who gave him
good advice, and by following this good advice with perseverance and self belief.

The concept of improving our work can be applied to lots of other subjects, such as writing
and designing. The ability to give honest, precise feedback is really important for us and for
children too.

You could have a go at using these techniques with your child. You could watch the video with
your children and then discuss it, and use the strategies shown. Think about how the chil-
dren are encouraged to 'look with the eyes of a scientist’. Listen out for the words and
phrases:

= Yet

= Good start

— Second and third draft
— Shape/pattern

= Make it better

= Eyes of a scientist

I hope that this is helpful and that you enjoy it! Please do let the teachers know how you are
getting on.

HOME LEARNING USING THE SCHOOL WEBSITE

New for this week:
West Sussex Sumdog Competition—your teachers will tell you more on the class pages.

On the class pages there are streamlined teaching notes, resources and activities for
English and maths. We suggest that you do this in the mornings, following your own learn-
ing timetable. We aim to provide support and extension so that you can find learning at
the correct ‘'level’ for your own children.

We encourage you to post images and information about your home learning, securely on
the class pages, so that we can have a window into everyone’s achievement. You can do this
by logging onto the website and using the ‘new message’ tab. You will find your teachers’
names in the recipients’ box, then you can give your message a name (or ‘subject’) and type
a message. You can then ‘attach’ pictures, in the same way you might add images to a text
or email. The discussion tabs will be restored soon - this will be a great way of communi-
cating with friends in the class.

Your teachers will liaise with you via the class pages, about learning—they will also let you
know when to expect them to be ‘on-line’. Please don't worry or be frustrated if you don't
get an immediate response, as our staff are teaching in the classroom, working on planning
etc behind the scenes and managing their own health & well-being too.

We suggest that the afternoons should be focused on more practical, outdoors, collabora-
tive 'topic’ work, and we have selected a mini topic for each week, to help us to cover all
curriculum areas. this learning can be found on the main website homepage, away form the
secure class pages. Clicking on the HOME LEARNING tab will take you directly to this
new area, which is being added to over the coming weeks. You will also see the recipes
section, where you can try making some lovely dishes, and email pictures of your successes
to Mrs Muggeridge:

SMuggeridge@westdean.w-sussex.sch.uk . Mrs Muggeridge will then make a gallery of
your lovely meals for the website.

There is a huge and potentially overwhelming array of resources out there’ on the inter-
net at the moment. We are being bombarded in school by this sort of thing and are en-
deavouring to ‘cherry pick’ the best learning resources for you—so please don't feel that
your children are missing out if you restrict yourselves to the school website—there is
more than enough learning available here, without you spending hours trawling through
online resources. We will try to give you ideas to 'stretch/extend’ your children if they
progress well and to support them if they find some aspects trickier. This is easier to do
if we are with them, but we will do our best! We have an area for 'links to a variety of
teacher resources’ and we will put other things on there for anyone who does want to
trawl for other ideas. This week there is a new page of links here.... So many resources!

There are also some lovely community ideas, activities and suggestions, such as sending
rainbow pictures to the new Nightingale hospitals—A4 only for laminating, putting rainbow
pictures and teddy bears in windows to make us all smile when we are out walking......
Please share these on the class pages and in your class WhatsApp parent groups. If you
have not tried Zoom to communicate with groups of family and friends, please give it a go:
this has already been very successful for home pupil-teacher video links, Book Club ses-
sions etc and is password protected and planned in advance.
